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1. Truth is not determined by belief or loudness.
Wishing something to be true, or shouting it louder, doesn’t make it a fact. Only evidence and reason can define truth.

2. Our founding principles start with the right to LIFE.
The Declaration of Independence affirms our inalienable rights to LIFE, Liberty, and the Pursuit of Happiness. These rights are in a deliberate

order—LIFE comes first because without it no other right can exist.

3. A parent’s right to happiness does not override a child’s Right to LIFE.
Arguing that a parent’s pursuit of happiness is more important than their child’s right to LIFE is not only illogical, but also selfish and dangerous.
